Foundation is a non-profit 
corporation founded in 1985 and 
endorsed by the Pacific Northwest 
(PNW) District of Kiwanis 
International.  While not a 
registered charity under Canadian 
tax law, it does accept Canadian 
donations at par. 
 
Because the Foundation relies 
primarily on accrued interest to 
support its programs, the 
Foundation provides a way to 
provide a perpetual legacy for the 
children and youth of the Pacific 
Northwest through a one-time 
donation.. 
 
Each year the Foundation provides 
about $20,000 US for Canadian 
and American sponsored youth 
members in the Pacific Northwest, 
primarily through scholarships and 
funding for leadership programs. 
 
Kiwanis clubs are welcome to 
apply for grants for projects 
benefiting children and youth 
within BC, the Yukon, or elsewhere 
in the Pacific Northwest.

Let Me Introduce You... 
The Kiwanis Foundation of Canada and the 
Kiwanis International Foundation each provide 
funding for sponsored youth programs (and other 
projects) in Canada as a whole.  There is another 
organization, however, that focuses its efforts in 
Canada specifically on British Columbia and the 
Yukon.  Every Kiwanian in BC or the Yukon is 
automatically a member of this organization: the 
Pacific Northwest Kiwanis Foundation.  BC/Yukon 
Kiwanis clubs are encouraged to support this 
Foundation through an annual gift. 

 

Helping BC/Yukon Children 
While no scholarships have been awarded to 
sponsored youth members in the Yukon, the 
Pacific Northwest Kiwanis Foundation has  
awarded tens of thousands of dollars in 
scholarships to sponsored youth members from 
British Columbia.  The Foundation has provided 
funding for leadership training conferences 
attended by Canadian sponsored youth members.   
And clubs in BC and the Yukon are welcome to 
apply for funding for project s (see brochure on 
requesting grants).

The Board of Directors is filled with an eye to 
regional representation.  While the travel 
requirements have as yet precluded Yukon 
members from becoming directors, the board has 
for years had between two and three directors 
from British Columbia.
